The Maternal Child Health Careers/Research Initiatives

for Student Enhancement-Undergraduate Program
(MCHC/RISE-UP) provides opportunities for public healch
education and experience to address health disparities and
promote health equity. MCHC/RISE-UP grant funding was
awarded to Kennedy Krieger Institute by the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC) to develop a national consortium
of institutions and universities built on the Maternal and Child
Health Leadership Education in Neuro-developmental and
Other Related Disabilities (LEND) training. Through this
program, university partners from across the nation offer learning

opportunities for students.

The goal of MCHC/RISE-UP is to promote a more

diversified and equal health outcome system for citizens by
introducing highly qualified undergraduate students (juniors and
seniors with a GPA of 2.7 or better on a 4.0 scale, and students
who received their baccalaureate degree within 12 months of
beginning the MCHC/RISE-UP program) to the field of public
health. All students interested in addressing health disparities are
eligible to apply. Students who are members of underrepresented
populations, as defined by the federal government, are strongly
encouraged to apply.

(2) University of California, Davis
(3) University of South Dakota Sanford School of Medicine

Students may choose up to two public health leadership tracks.
